CART is an organized, rapid, and planned response to
an abducted child or other missing child incident

When time is a critical element of success,and success
means the saferescueof a child, the Child Abduction Re-
sponseTeam (CART) could make a difference in the out-
come of the investigation. A new approach to conducting
child abduction investigations that can saveprecious time
in the first few hours following the incident. Becauseteam
organization and planning activities have occurred prior to
anincident, CART can bring atool box full of assetsready
to deploy to any location.

Participation:  CART consists of any local, state, and
federal law enforcement agencyand private sector part-
ners that agreeto participate. CART works in conjunction
with the Florida Department of Law Enforcement’s Miss-
ing Endangered Personsinformation Clearinghouseto
utilize the Amber Alert or the Missing Child Alert when the
appropriate criteria for activation are met.

Sincethe last report asof 1/17/10,
it was quiet on the fire front. From
the 17h of January to the 17 of
February, there were no fires. We
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were able, therefore, to concentrate
on the Haiti Earthquake. From the
18h of February through the 23rd of
March, however, we had eight (8)
fires and distributed over $1,700
for food and clothing and over
$1,600 for housing. There have
beenfive (5) fires in April, and the
month is not over. One of the fires
involved afamily of 9. We provided
the victims almost $1,200 for food
and clothing and another $1,100 for
housing.

local poisonous plants.
We are surrounded by poisons that
people can eat, breathe and getin their
eyesor on their skin. Common poisons
include:

Spiders, Over the Counter Products,
Lead Carbon Monoxide, Personal Care
Products, Insect Repellant, Food Poi-
sonings, Inhalants, Hazardous Chemi-
cals, Herbal Supplements, Prescrip-
tion Medications, and Household
Products.

Begin by making sure that you:

Store Safely
Use Safely
Eat Safely

General Household Safety

Install carbon monoxide and
smoke detectors.

X Remove poisonous plants from
your home.

X Keepspaceheaters at least
three feet away from beds,
curtains or other materials

that can catch on fire.

X

Checkyour housefor peel-
ing paint.

Have all fuel-burning appli-
ancesand vehicles regularly
inspected and maintained.
Checkthose Generators be-
fore Hurricane Season)

Never leaveyour car run-
ning in an attached garage.

Keep appliance exhaust
vents free of debris.

Do not usea charcoal or
portable gasgrill inside the
house or attached garage.

Do not sleepin any room
with an unvented gasor
kerosenespaceheater.

First Aid for Poisonings

Follow thesefirst aid stepsfor dif-
ferent types of poison:

Swallowed Poisons —Do not give
the person anything to eat or drink
before calling the Poison Control
Center. Do not try to make the per-
son throw up or give them syrup of
ipecacunless a doctor or the Poison
Control Center tells you to take any
of these steps.

Inhaled Poisons —Getthe person
to fresh air right away. Call the Poi-
son Control Center.

Poisons on the Skin —Remove
contaminated clothing, and rinse the
skin with water for 10 minutes. Call
the Poison Control Center.

Poisons in the Eye—Flush the eye
for 15minutes using alarge cup
filled with lukewarm water held two
to four inches from the eye.Call the
Poison Control Center

Logistics Overview —The procur-
ing, managing and distribution of
materials for use during a disaster
response

Mass Care Overview - Learn
about the activities and servicesthat
are provided on a congregate basis
to the community as a whole such
as sheltering, feeding, bulk distribu-
tion and distribution of relief sup-
plies.

Shelter Operations - This class
will prepare you to manage shelter
operations effectively and sensi-
tively as a team while meeting the
needs of people displaced as a result
of adisaster.

Shelter  Simulations — is a in-
structor led simulation designed to
acquaint you with the knowledge of
Red Cross policies and procedures
for setting up, running and closing a
shelter during a disaster.

Serving People with Disabili-
ties - Purposeis to prepare disaster

workers, who come into contact with
the public, to provide appropriate ser-
vice to people with disabilities follow-
ing a disaster.

Psychological _ First Aid -This class
will enable you to provide basic care,
comfort and support to people who are
experiencing disaster—related stress.

Client Case Work For those inter-
ested in acquiring the knowledge and
skills neededto conduct interviews and
provide emergency disaster assistance
to clients.

Disaster Kitchen Training

The purpose of this classis to provide
Red Cross and partner agency staff
with the knowledge, skills and skills
and abilities required to supervise the
staff and tasks conducted at a disaster
relief operation kitchen. It also pre-
pares Red Cross and partner agency
staff to work at a kitchen site and pre-
pare large numbers of meals for those
affected by a disaster.
